Other News

The APPG AIDS is together with the UK AIDS and HUMAN RIGHTS PROJECT planning to hold  Parliamentary Hearings for a HIV/AIDS Human Rights Audit. Five years have passed since the APPG AIDS published The UK, HIV and Human Rights: recommendations for the next five years. Since then the UK has introduced The Human Rights Act and although we have seen an ambitious and positive approach to fighting HIV and AIDS worldwide we have not achieved such commitments and actions in the UK. 
The aim of the audit is to bridge international obligations to national practice by evaluating the extent of the compliance with of the HIV/AIDS and Human Rights International Guidelines in the UK, with references to other HIV-specific standards and to set out further guidance on the promotion and protection of HIV-related rights.
